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I. Overview

To provide rapidly deployable search and rescue assets that can function as: Disaster Assistance Response Teams (DART) to assist people and communities in times of extreme need caused by natural and man-made disasters;  Search and Rescue Teams (SART) to assist in the locating of persons who are missing; and, Mobile Training Teams (MTT) to assist existing resources to better be able to respond to needs in their own communities. For these teams to comprise professionally trained personnel, certified K-9s, and state of the art equipment.

01.  Disaster Response and Search and Rescue

· To provide in times of need a hands-on search and rescue resource in the form of a self-contained team, capable of sustaining itself for a period of seven days, comprised of personnel and K9s trained to function in a wide variety of terrain, climate, and weather conditions.

· For the team to provide, if requested, a needs assessment within the context of search and rescue. To determine: situation, assets required, and asset availability both locally and from outside sources.

· For the team to provide, if requested, an overall command and control element within the context of search and rescue. To establish an incident command system that will be both practical and adaptable to the situation at hand.

· For the team to serve, if requested, as a force multiplier within the context of search and rescue. To utilize and supervise locally available assets, trained or untrained, to expediently respond to the situation at hand.

· For the team to assist in any other capacity, within the team’s capabilities, as requested by the requesting authority.

02.  Training

· To provide a team comprised of personnel qualified as instructors who will  train and test, to recognized standards, individuals and units in the various aspects of search and rescue.
II.  Requirements for callout

1st Special Response Group responds only to requests from government agencies. International requests for assistance and/or training will be considered only when received from: government ministries, embassies, and consulates authorized to represent the requesting government agency;  from the United States Embassy in the country of need; the United States Department of State; authorized agencies of the United Nations; or , recognized international disaster relief agencies. Within the United States requests for training assistance will be considered when received from an existing organization serving community needs in disaster response (DR) and/or search and rescue (SAR). 

III.  No charge for assistance

No charge will ever be made to the community or individual needing disaster response (DR) and/or search and rescue (SAR) assistance.
